Despite the warm temperatures, it 

is time to consider the Christmas 

season.  If you, your family, 

Sunday School Class, mission or 

civic group will likely “adopt” a 

Christmas Angel and shop for 

gifts, anticipate the Angel options 

being available in early November 

from the Salvation Army and Deep 

River School.

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In our fast-paced world, one of the last things we want to 

do is “wait.” We feel pressed to move on to the next item 

on our agenda. Frankly, we’re impatient. Waiting is just not 

our favorite thing to do! But, God has a different plan for 

us. The Bible is filled with commands and calls to wait on 

God. Look at just a few of these examples: 

“Wait for the Lord; be strong, and let your heart take 
courage; wait for the Lord!” Psalm 27:14 (ESV) 
 
“But they who wait for the Lord shall renew their strength; 
they shall mount up with wings like eagles; they shall run 
and not be weary; they shall walk and not faint.” Isaiah 
40:31 (ESV) 
 
“The Lord is good to those who wait for Him, to the soul 
who seeks Him.” Lamentations 3:25 (ESV) 
 
Waiting does not mean “do nothing.” Waiting is not 

twiddling our thumbs in a state of apathy. Waiting is a 

deliberate act of trusting God for His will in His timing. 

Waiting is one of the best ways we grow in faith because it 

forces us to trust God completely. It makes us take our 

hands off a specific situation and gives God the chance to 

do His will, which is always perfect. The alternative is to do 

our will, which will be disastrous.  

Many verses of scripture call us to wait. I can’t think of any 

Bible verses that call us to “hurry up” except those that call 

us to the Great Commission. Sadly, that’s where we slow 

down.  

Pray for the Transition teams as they diligently seek God’s 

design for every member of Flat Springs Baptist Church. 

I’m pleased with the work they are doing, and I believe you 

will appreciate the outcome when their work is done.

“coming.” It refers to the first coming of 

Christ to this earth and points to His second 

coming. Christians celebrate Advent during 

the four weeks leading up to Christmas 

day.  On each of the four Sundays preceding Christmas, 

an Advent candle is lit. The 4 candles of Advent names are 

hope, love, joy, and peace, representing the virtues Jesus 

brought us.  

How can you create a setting in your home for Advent?  

Of course, while gifts are fun, your Advent Calendar 

can also be an activity calendar filled with Christmas 

activities and random acts of 

kindness for those around you.  

If you are creating your own activity 

Advent Calendar, look at the family 

schedule for the month of 

December.  Are you going to be able 

to do the activity with what is already schedule? Think 

about what your family likes to do together.  Make a list 

of the activities and how long they will take to 

complete.  Determine which of these are a priority.  

Now plot out your calendar based on 

the time available for that day.  You 

don’t want to make cookies on a 

Wednesday night after being at 

church.
